Frequently Asked Questions About Housing 
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Q. Can I live in a single? 

 First year students are not assigned to singles because making connections and getting involved are critically 

important to having a successful college experience.  

Q. When will I know about my housing assignment? 

 You will receive your housing assignment in mid-January.   

Q. Can I come to campus early? 

 No. The halls are in use all of January Break and it is important for the staff to have enough time to ensure 

that we have made all the adjustments required to transition the facilities for the academic semester.   You will 

be able to move in to the residence halls Sunday, January 24th.  More information will be sent regarding the 

move-in and orientation schedule.  

Q. Will I be able to ship my stuff to college? 

 Yes. We suggest you wait until a week before you arrive.  In January you will receive your student mailbox 

number.    Instructions on how to use your box number, and when to ship items to your college address. 

Q. Should students carry personal property insurance  to cover loss, theft, or other damage to personal 

property? 

 Yes.  The College does not insure studentsõ personal belongings. You should arrange to have your items      

insured before you come to school through homeownerõs or renterõs insurance. 

Q. Is there laundry service  available for students? 

       Yes.  Students are billed a flat fee of $40.00 per semester for the use of laundry facilities. This means no   

hunting around for quarters and you can do your laundry whenever you feel like it.   

Q. Can I have a refrigerator in my room? 

 Yes, but it may only be a half sized refrigerator and we strongly suggest that you check with your roommates. 

Remember, space is limited and you will only have room for one fridge. Please check the list  in this guide of 

what to bring/what not to bring. It will be helpful as you plan. 

Q. Is there somewhere I can cook? 

 Yes.  Each residence hall has some sort of kitchenette that includes a stove, oven, and microwave.   

Q. Can I store my belongings at Wheaton during the summer or do I have to take it all home? 

 The College does not have long term storage for students. If you choose, the Office of Student Life can     

provide names of  local companies that work with students. Fees vary.  

Q. How are the residence halls supervised? 

 The halls are supervised by professional and trained student staff.  Area Coordinators are responsible for all 

buildings and staff in a given quad (there are five quads on the Wheaton campus). Individual buildings are   

supervised by Senior Residents, Head Residents and Resident Advisors.  The hall staff is part of the Office of  

Student Life,  and works closely with Public Safety, the Counseling Center, and Health Services.

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Living In Residence: The Housing Contract 
The following information is a summary of your housing contract..  The official housing contract outlines the rules 

regulations and policies you are required to live by as a member of the Wheaton residential community.   

MEAL PLANS :  All students on the Wheaton College campus participate in the meal plan and have a choice of 

two large dining facilities; Emerson on upper campus and Chase Round and Square on lower campus. 

DATE OF OCCUPANCY :  I agree to adhere to the dates of occupancy indicated on the college calendar.  I   

understand that my room assignment is binding for the entire academic year, unless I am granted a leave of       

absence. 

RESPONSIBILITY FOR COLLEGE PROPERTY AND DAMAGES :  as a member of the college        

community , I am responsible for all college-owned items in my assigned space and agree to accept financial      

responsibility  for room condition and damaged or missing items.  I agree to follow appropriate check-in          

procedures when I move into my room and check out procedures when I vacate my room.   

RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE COMMUNITY:  I agree to encourage and 

support a positive residential community that is conducive to the development of all residents.  If I am assigned to 

a residence hall with a specialty component, such as wellness, quiet, and /or substance free, I will uphold the 

guidelines established for that environment.  All Wheaton College residence halls are smoke free. 

KEYS:  I agree to return my room  and entrance keys  to  the Physical Plant office immediately after vacating my 

room.  If I fail to do so, I am financially responsible for the cost of a new lock and key at $75.00. 

ROOM CHANGES :  I understand that room changes are granted according to space availability and on a case by 

case basis after meeting with the Area Coordinator. 

ROOM VACANCIES:  I understand that this housing contract is for space, not a particular room, suite, or house 

and that the college reserves the right to fill any vacancies in my room if deemed necessary.  In the event a vacancy 

should occur,  I agree to accept any roommate assigned by the college.   

In keeping with the principles of fairness and guidelines for equitable community living, the College will give you 

an opportunity (usually no more than 5-10 days) to make suggestions regarding who can fill the vacancy.  I am  

expected to welcome and accept new roommates.  If it is determined that I have been difficult with a new room-

mate or created a hostile environment, disciplinary action and/or reassignment to another space on campus may 

occur.  

LIABILITY :  I realize that Wheaton college is not responsible for personal property lost, stolen, or damaged.  To 

help recover the cost, I understand it is my responsibility to obtain insurance coverage for my personal property.   

SAFETY:  I will abide by safety regulations in order to ensure a reasonably safe environment for myself and other 

students within my residence hall. 



Living In Residence: The Community 

Residence Hall FYI 

The Collegeõs residence halls accommodate from 29 to 157 students per building.  Wheaton has 
both coeducational halls and residence halls for women only.  Co-ed halls also have single-sex 
floors for women and men.  The residential community is divided into five quads 

Everett, Everett Heights, Emerson, Cragin, Stanton (EECS) 
Young, McIntire and Clark (YMCA) 

        Kilham, Larcom, Metcalf and Chapin (KLMC)      
Meadows East, North and West (Meadows) 

Beard, Gebbie, Keefe, Whitehouse, Theme Houses (KGBW is for upper-
class students only) 

 
Most (not all) first year students live in the Meadows  and YMCA quads.  Within 
each residence hall, students can expect to find laundry facilities, study and      
recreational areas, vending machines and community bathrooms.  
 
Each quad is managed by a professional Area Coordinator who works closely 
with the student residence hall staff and students regarding individual and      
community issues.  The student staff in each quad is comprised of one Senior 
Resident, two Head Residents, and one Resident Advisor per floor. This team 
is responsible for overall coordination of the halls and are specially selected and 
trained in leadership, and other skills including but not limited to, conflict      
management, team building, fire safety, counseling referral, and programming.   
 
The residence hall staff will work with you to create an environment conducive to 
your academic, social and personal growth. 
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There are many opportunities to get involved in your residence hall community.  
There will be educational programs, study breaks, discussions with faculty, and   
recreational opportunities.  Some groups of students decide to have floor         
community service projects throughout the year, or to take trips to museums, thea-
ters or musical performances.  Bring your own ideas, too! 
 

The Residential Life Program at Wheaton College provides multiple opportunities 
for students to grow, learn and develop personally, intellectually and socially while 
living in our residence halls and houses.  The residential community is comprised of 
sixteen residence halls and eleven on-campus houses. 
 

All full-time students live on campus.  Those wishing to move off-campus must 
have the approval of the Assoc. Director of Student Life.  First year students, 
sophomores, and juniors typically live in doubles, triples or quads.  It is the        
Collegeõs Policy that freshmen will not be housed in single rooms during their first 
year at Wheaton.  Returning students select their rooms for the following year 
through a lottery in the Spring.
