Students must major in the academic discipline for which they will seek licensure. Each participating academic
department has developed a specific set of course requirement and other experiences in the major that fuffill
the standards.

Massachusetts Test for Educator Licensure (MTEL)*
The Initial License in Massachusetts is reciprocal with most other states and can be arranged through contacting
the State Department of Education in the other state(s) in which you are interested.

*Students must pass the MTEL Communication and Literacy Test before the fall of senior year.
*Students must pass the MTEL test in the appropriate academic discipline prior to student teaching.

*Students must achieve a cumulative GPA of 2.67 (B-) and a minimum grade of B- in EDUC 391, and a
GPA of 3.00 (B) within their major in order to enter the student-teaching practicum.

Field Work
75 hours of pre-practicum and internship experience in school settings, including field placements for education courses
and a minimum 40-hour internship, planned during January or May, any year before the Senior year.

Social Standing

The Education Department will ask the Dean of Students to certify that students are in good social standing in the Wheaton
community prior to any fieldwork placement. If a student is not in good standing s/he will not be placed in a

pre-practicum or practicum setting.
