RUSSIAN STUDIES

Minimum courses required: 10, plus a capstone. Students interested primarily in language and literature, especially those who have taken Russian
before, should also consult the planning worksheet for the Russian Language and Literature major.

Students must complete a minimum of three courses at the 300-level or higher as part of the major. These may be taken in any of our
three areas: language, literature, or courses in related departments.

Students should take RUSS 110: Beginning Russian |, in the fall semester, and plan to continue with RUSS 111: Beginning Russian Il in the
spring. Students who have taken Russian before may place into a higher level. We also recommend looking for Russian Literature and
Culture courses in English (in the Russian Department), and/or related courses in History and Political Science. See the lists below.

Study in Russia through an approved program is highly recommended, but not required.
